examinations and those who are also from socially and economically backward
classes.

It shall be the liability of
the Association and the Educational Agency jointly and severally to redress
complaints from the students, parents or interested parties on any matter other
than those covered by the terms and conditions of the agreement. Where the
Association and the Educational Agency fails to redress any complaints
referred to as above or on any matter covered under the agreement: it shall be
the duty of the Government to take such steps as required to redress the
complaint.

21. In case any of the Managements violates the provisions of the Agreement or to
collect any fee in excess of what is provided under the agreement, the
Admission Supervisory Committee shall initiate proceedings against such
managements for imposing penalty, recommending for the withdrawal of
affiliation by the University concerned etc.
